	Natives turned to Spain and Britain for help

	
	

	Battle of Wabash River
	St. Claire’s forces were beaten by Little Turtle
        -600 American soldiers died

	
	

	British Gov’t
	Encouraged the Native Americans to destroy the American settlements in the West

	
	Started building forts in Ohio

	
	

	Battle of Fallen Timbers
	The army defeated over  1,000 Native Americans

	
	Native Americans lost their land

	
	

	Treaty of Greenville
	Natives agreed to surrender their land in what is present day Ohio.

	French tried to involve the US in their conflict

	
	· Edmond Genet tried recruiting American volunteers to attack British ships

	
	British capture American ships that traded with France

	
	April 22nd, Washington issues a proclamation that prohibits American from fighting the war and barred French and British warships for American ports

	
	

	A controversial treaty
	Washington decide to make one last effort to come up with a peaceful solution with Britain

	
	Brian were willing to listen

	
	

	Jay’s Treaty
	Stated that British would:

1.  withdrawal soldiers from American soil 

2. pay damages for ships they seized
3. allowed some American ships to trade with British colonies in the Caribbean’s 

	
	

	
	-only few Americans approved the treaty

	
	

	Treaty with Spain
	Spain realized that the US and Britain could work together against Spain

	
	· Thomas Pinckney sent to Spain to settle US and Spain issues

	
	

	Pinckney’s Treaty
	1795: gave US navigation of the Mississippi river and the right to trade with New Orleans (huge trading port) 

	
	

	Washington’s Farwell
	Sept 1796:  Washington announce we would not seek 3rd term

	
	

	Retirement
	64 year old looked forward to retiring at Mount Vernon (home)

	
	

	Washington’s Farwell Address
	Urged the country to “observe good faith and justice toward all nations” and to steer clear of permanent alliances and political parties.
