	Favoring one side of an issue

	
	· During Washington’s presidency Jefferson was against many of his decisions

	
	· Many considered parties harmful

	
	· Hamilton and Jefferson were often on opposite sides

	
	

	Two parties emerge
	1. Federalist : (new) someone who supported the policies of Washington

	
	· someone who supported the ratification of the Constitution (old)

	
	· a strong federal gov’t

	
	· Distrusted France, admired Britain

	
	· Rule by the wealthy (esp. popular in North) 

	
	· Federal gov’t has implied powers: powers that were not expressively forbidden in the Constitution

	
	· Supported representative gov’t where elected official ruled in the people’s name. Public should not become too involved in politics.

	
	· Banking and shipping

	
	· A national bank with tariffs

	
	

	
	2. Democratic- Republican or Republicans: someone who wanted to limit gov’t power. Want strong state gov’t 

	
	· Supported France

	
	· Disagreed with Hamilton

	
	· Formed by Madison and Freneau 

	
	· Small farmers and urban workers (south and mid-Atlantic)

	
	· Believed in a strict interpretation of the Constitution 

	
	· Thought public offices should be held by educated men who were property owner. Public should be involved in politics. 

	
	· State banks with free trade

	
	

	1793
	Jefferson and Hamilton resign from Washington’s cabinet

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Election of 1796
	1st time candidates sought office as members of a party

	
	

	Caucuses
	Meetings for political parties where they choice a person to run for office

	Parties nominate a man
	Federalists- John Adams with Charles Pinckney

	
	Republicans- Thomas Jefferson with Aaron Burr

	
	

	
	Adams and Jefferson end a friendship and become rivals

	And the winner is….
	Adams gets 71 electoral votes

Jefferson gets 68 electoral votes

	
	

	
	Electoral votes= the number of representatives for each state in the House

	
	

	So this means…
	John Adams becomes president (Federalist) and Thomas Jefferson becomes vice-president (Republican)

	-2nd president of the United States

	
	-1797- 

	
	

	XYZ Affair
	USA is in a dispute with France over Jay’s Treaty. French are seizing American ships that carry cargo to Britain. 

	
	Adams wants to avoid war with France so he sends a delegate to negotiate. 

	
	France refuses to meet with delegate so he meets with 3 agents instead

	
	The 3 agents demand a bribe and a loan from America and America says NO!

	
	Report was sent to Adams about the incident and the 3 agents were referred to as X, Y and Z and Adams said prepare for war. 

	
	· Congress established the Navy Department (1798) 

	
	· Washington appointed general

	
	

	Undeclared sea war between American and France
	1798-1800. France is now seen as an enemy. 

	
	

	Alien and Sedition Acts
	Laws passed to protect the nation’s security

	
	· Americans became suspicious of aliens living in US, especially French immigrants

	
	Sedition: activities aimed at weakening the gov’t. 

	
	

	3 Acts
	1. Naturalization Act: be a resident for 14 years before applying for citizenship

	
	2. Alien Act: allowed the president to imprison aliens or sent them out of the country if he thought they were dangerous

	
	3. Sedition Act: made it a crime to speak, write or publish criticisms about the gov’t

	Kentucky and Virginia Resolutions of 1798 and 1799
	Stated the Alien and Sedition Acts could not become effective because they violated the Constitution.

	
	· States had the rights to nullify (cancel) a federal law 

	
	· Showed that many feared a strong federal gov’t. This would in time lead to a civil war!

	
	

	Reaching peace with France 
	Federalists urged Adams to step up the war (fight harder). Hoped to benefit politically from a patriotic feeling.

	
	Adams refused and in 1800- treaty was signed

	
	· Treaty hurt Adam’s chance for reelection. 

	
	· Hamilton and his Federalist supporters disagreed with Adams

	
	· Split the Federalist party in half

	
	· Republican party (Jefferson) had a strong lead to win next election
