	1784
	1. Land was divided up into self-governing districts

	
	2. When population reached the same as the smallest state in the union that district could petition (apply) for statehood

	
	

	Ordinance of 1785
	Confederation Congress passed an ordinance (law) that established a procedure for surveying and selling the land north of the Ohio River.


	
	

	Ordinance
	-A law

	
	

	
	1. Land was divided into townships -6 miles long and 6 miles wide

	
	2. Each township was divided into 36 sections of 640 acres that would be sold at auction for a least a dollar an acre

	1.created a single territory out of the western land called the Northwest Territory

	
	2. divided the NW territory into 3-5 smaller territories                                                           
        -Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Wisconsin

	
	3. when population reached 60,000 the people of the territory could petition (apply) for statehood

	
	4. each new state would come into the Union with the rights and privileges as the original 13 states

	
	5. included a Bill of Rights for settlers, guaranteeing freedom of religion and trial by jury 

	
	6. no slavery in the territory

	
	    -America’s first attempt to stop the spread of slavery
