	Mutualism
	When both species benefit

	
	

	Examples
	1. Cactus and bat

	
	                -  Cactus gives food to bat. 

	
	      -  Bat carries pollen to another cactus so cactus can reproduce

	
	

	
	2. Bacteria and large intestine

	
	· Bacteria gets food

	
	· Large intestine gets Vitamin K

	
	

	Commensalism
	When 1 species benefits and the other species is not helped or harmed

	
	

	Examples
	1. Hawk and Cactus

	
	· Hawk builds and nest in cactus

	
	· Cactus does nothing not helped or harmed

	
	

	
	2. Barnacles and Whale

	
	· Barnacles attach themselves to whales to live

	
	· Whale does nothing not helped or harmed

	
	

	Parasitism
	When 1 organism lives in or on another organism and harms it. 

	
	

	Parasite
	The organism that lives on or in the host.

	
	

	Host
	The organism that the parasite lives in or on. It is harmed.

	
	

	Examples
	1. Lice and Humans

	
	· Lice lives on the humans head and feeds on the human blood

	
	· Human is harmed by being bitten by the lice

	
	

	
	2. Ticks and Deer

	
	· Tick lives on the deer and feeds on the deer blood

	
	· Deer is harmed by being bitten by the lice
